Cl VI L EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS CRDI NANCE

The Town of Bridgton, M ne Ordains:

Article 1. OFFICE OF ClVIL EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS.

Section 1. Short Title

This Odinance shall be known and nmay be cited and referred to
as the “Civil Emergency Preparedness Odinance of the Town of

Bridgton.” Aut horized wunder Title 37-B MRSA § 781-834 as
enacted by P.L. 1983, c. 460.

Section 2. Intent and Purpose
A It is the intent and purpose of this ordinance to establish
an office that wll insure the conplete and efficient

utilization of all of the Town's facilities to conbat di saster
as defi ned herein.

B. The Bridgton Ofice of Civil Enmergency Preparedness wll be
the coordinating agency for all activity in connection wth
C vil Energency Preparedness.

C This Ordinance wll not relieve any Town Departnent of its
nor mal | egal responsibilities or authority, nor will it
adversely affect the work of any volunteer agency organi zed for
relief in disaster energencies.

Section 3. Definitions

(1) The following definitions shall apply in the interpretation
of this ordinance.

(A G vil Enmer gency Pr epar edness. “CGvil ener gency
prepar edness” neans the preparation for and the carrying out of
all enmergency functions, other than functions for which mlitary
forces are primarily responsible, to mnimze and repair injury
and damage resulting from disasters or catastrophes caused by
eneny attacks, sabotage, riots or other hostile action, or by
fire, flood, earthquake or other natural or man-made causes.
These functions include, wthout Ilimtation, fire fighting,
pol i ce, nmedi cal and heal th, energency wel fare, rescue,
engi neering, warning and conmunications service; evacuation or
person from stricken areas; economc stabilization; allocation
of critical materials in short supply; enmergency transportation;
existing or properly assigned functions or plant protection;
other activities related to civilian protection and other
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activities necessary to the preparation for the carrying out of
t hese functions.

(B) Disaster. “Di saster” neans the occurrence of w despread or
sever damage, injury or loss of life or property resulting from
any natural or man-made cause, including, but not limted to,
fire, flood, earthquake, w nd, storm wave action, oil spill or

other water contamination requiring energency action to avert
danger or danmge, epidem c, air contam nation, blight, drought,
critical mat eri al short age, i nfestation, expl osi on, said
occurrence being of significant scope as to exceed the nornal
ability of the Town's resources to mtigate, respond to or
recover from

(O Enmer gency. “Emergency” is defined as any event which
threatens to or actually inflicts danmage to people or property,
and required imrediate action to mtigate, prevent control, or
fromwhich to recover beyond the scope of the normal resource of
t he town.

(D) “Civil Enmergency Preparedness Forces” shall nmean the
enpl oyees, equipnent and facilities of all Town departnents,
boards, institutions and commssions; and, in addition it
includes all volunteer personnel equipment and facilities

contributed by, or obtained from vol unteer persons or agencies.

(E) Cvil Enmergency Preparedness Volunteer” shall nean any
person duly registered, identified and appointed by the
Coordinator of the Ofice of Civil Energency Preparedness
activity.

(F) “Director” shall mean the Director of the Bridgton Ofice of
Cvil Enmergency Preparedness, appointed as prescribed in the
O di nance.

(G Local: restricted to the geographic boundaries of Bridgton
or Bridgton and the nunicipalities adjacent to it.

Section 4. Oganized and Appoi ntnents

(1) An office of Guvil Enmergency Preparedness is hereby
established wthin the executive departnment of the Town
government and under the direction of the Town Manager.

(A) Oganization. The Town Manager is hereby authorized to
organize the Ofice of Civil Energency Preparedness, utilizing
to the fullest extent possible the existing agencies within the
Town.

(B) Administration and operation.
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(1) There shall be an executive head of the Ofice of Civil
Emer gency Preparedness, who shall be known as the Gvi
Emer gency Preparedness Director. The Director shall be
appointed by the Town Manger subject to approval by the Board
Sel ect men and work under the direction of the Town Manager.

(2) In addition to the Director, the office shall include such
ot her assistants and enployees as are deened necessary for the
proper functioning of the organization. Any necessary enpl oyee
shall be hired by the Director with the consent of the Town
Manager .

(3) The Ofice of Civil Enmergency Preparedness shall operate
according to this ordinance and regulations which shall be
approved by the Bridgton Selectnen, and which my be anended
fromtinme to time by the Selectnen. No regul ati ons or anendnent
shal |l be approved or adopted by the Selectnen during a declared
emer gency.

Section 5. Enmer gency Procl amati on. Whenever a |ocal disaster
exi sts or appears immnent, the Town Manager, or in the event of
his absence, the designated acting Town Manager shall, by

procl amation, declare that fact and that an energency exists in
the municipality. A copy of the proclamation shall be posted in
the sane nanner as the warrant calling a town neeting and a copy
of the proclamation shall be filed with the Cerk. Local
representatives of the nmedia shall be contacted and informned
about the proclamation as soon as possible.

Section 6. Enmergency Powers and Duti es.

(1) During any period when a |ocal disaster has been proclai nmed
or when the Governor has proclainmed a disaster pursuant to 37-B
§ 742, the Town Manager or his designate may pronulgate such
regul ations as he deens necessary to protect |life and property
and preserve critical resources. Such regul ations may include,
but not be limted to, the foll ow ng:

(A) Regulations prohibiting or restricting the novenent of
vehicles in order to facilitate the work of Gvil Enmergency
Preparedness forces, or to facilitate the mass novenment of
persons fromcritical areas within or wi thout the Town.

(B) Regul ations pertaining to the novenent of persons from
areas deened hazardous or vul nerable to disaster.

(C Such other regulations necessary to preserve public peace,
heal th and safety.

(2) The Town Manager may obtain vital supplies, equipnent and
ot her properties found | acking and needed for the protection of
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health, life and property of the people, and bind the Town for
the fair val ue thereof.

(3) The Town Manager or his designate nmy require energency
services of any Town Oficer or enployees. If regular Town
forces are determ ned inadequate, the Director may require the
services of such other personnel as he can obtain that are
avail able, including citizen volunteers. Al duly authorized
persons rendering energency services shall be entitled to the
priviledges immnities provided by state law, the Town Charter
and O dinances for regular town enployees and other registered
and identified GCvil Emergency Preparedness and vol unteer
di saster workers.

Section 7. Term nation of Energency. VWenever the Town
Manager, or his designate, is satisfied that a |ocal energency
or disaster no longer exists, he shall term nate the energency
procl amation by another proclanation. That proclamation shall
be published in a | ocal newspapers and posted in the sane manner
as the warrant calling a town neeting. Local representatives of
the nmedia shall be infornmed of the term nation of the energency
as soon as possible.

Section 8. Duties of the Director of the Ofice of GCvil
Emer gency Prepar edness.

(1) The Director of the Ofice of Civil Emergency Preparedness
shall be responsible to the Town Mnager in regards to al
phases of the Civil Energency Preparedness activity. Under the
supervision of the Manager, he shall be responsible for the
pl anni ng, coordination, and operation of the Civil Energency
Preparedness activity in the Town. Under supervision of the
Manager, he shall maintain liaison with the County, State and
Feder al authorities and the authorities of other nearby
political sub-divisions as to insure the nost effective
operation of the Cvil Enmergency Preparedness Pl an. His duties
shal |l include, but not be [imted to the follow ng:

(A Coordinating the recruitnent of volunteer personnel and
agencies to augnent the personnel and facilities of the Town for
G vil Energency Preparedness purposes.

(B) Developnment of plans for the immediate use of all the
facilities, equipnment, manpower and other resources of the Town
for the purpose of mnimzing or preventing danage to persons
and property; and protecting and restoring to usefulness
governnmental services and public utilities necessary for the
public health, safety, and welfare.

(O Negotiating and concluding agreenents wth owners or
persons in control of buildings or other property for the G vil
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Emer gency Preparedness purposes and designating suitable
bui | di ngs as public shelters.

(D) Through public informational progr ans, educating the
civilian population as to actions necessary and required for the
protection of their persons and property in case of eneny
attack, or disaster, as defined herein, either inpending or
present.

(B) Conducting public practice alerts to insure the efficient
operation of the G vil Energency Preparedness forces and to
famliarize resi dents W th Civil Enmer gency Pr epar edness
regul ati ons, procedures and operations.

(F) Coordinating the activity of all other public and private
agenci es engaged in any Civil Emergency Preparedness activity.

(G Assum ng such authority and conducting such activity as the
Manager may direct to pronote and execute the G vil Energency
Pr epar edness Pl an.

Section 9. Civil Enmergency Preparedness and Basic D saster
Pl an.
(1) A conprehensive CGCivil Enmergency Preparedness Energency

Operations Plan shall be adopted and maintained by resol ution of
t he Sel ect men upon recomrendati on by the Town Manager.

Section 10. Violation of Regul ati ons.

It shall be wunlawful for any person to violate any of the
provisions of this Odinance or of the regulations or plans
issued pursuant to the authority contained herein, or to
willfully obstruct, hinder, or delay any nenber of the G vil
Energency Preparedness organization as herein defined in the
enforcenent of the provisions of this Odinance or any
regul ation or plan issued thereunder.

Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this
Ordinance, or any rule or regulation pronmulgated thereunder,
upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine of not nore
than $100. dollars, and costs of prosecution or inprisonnment in
the Cunberland County Jail for a period of not nore than ninety
(90) days or both such fine and inprisonnent, is the discretion
of the Court.

Section 12. Severability.

Shoul d any provisions of this Odinance be declared invalid for
any reason, such declaration shall not affect the validity of
ot her provisions, or of this Odinance, as a whole, it being the
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legislative intent that the provisions of this Odinance shall
be severable and remain valid notw thstandi ng such decl arati on.

Section 13. Conflicting, O di nances, O ders, Rul es and
Regul ati ons suspended.

At all times when the orders, rules and regulations made and
pronmul gated pursuant to this Article shall be in effect, they
shall supersede all existing ordinance, orders, rules and
regul ations insofar as the latter may be inconsistent therewth.

Section 14. Ef fecti ve Date.

This Ordi nance shall take effect on the 1% day of July 1987.
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
